Beginning Sunday, September 7 and continuing through September, the bulletin will have a new look as
we celebrate the Season of Creation. The Maine Eucharistic Prayer was written by Martin L. Smith for
use in the Diocese of Maine and will be used in our September Sunday services. Are you curious about
how the new Eucharistic Prayer for the Diocese of Maine came to be? The Rev. Martin L. Smith, who
developed the prayer at the request of Bishop Brown and owns the copyright, led a discussion at the
summer chapel of All Saints-by-the Sea on Southport Island, where he served earlier this month. This
video takes you "behind the scenes" of Martin's creative process from both a liturgical and poetic
perspective.

Note about the music for this Sunday, September 7

Many thanks to Brent Douglass, who played organ at St. Andrew's during the month of August. It was
great to take some time off and to know that the services were in Brent's good hands (and feet).

Their
contributions added a lot to the services, and the variety of music was enriching.

The poem "Great is thy faithfulness" was written just over a hundred years ago by the Methodist minister
Thomas Chisholm. Chisholm sent the poem to William Runyan, who was the editor of Hope Publishing
Company in Chicago. Runyon was moved by the poem, and composed a music setting for it. Reflecting
on this creative process, Runyan later wrote, "This particular poem held such an appeal that | prayed
most earnestly that my tune might carry over its message in a worthy way, and the subsequent history of
its use indicates that God answered prayer." - Sean Fleming
